SUBJECT: Jews in Egyptian Prisons

Attached is a confidential list of persons reported to be in Egyp=--
tian prisons,as of September 8, It is not complete, since some of
those listed may have been released, but are not yet known to us;
while the names of many Jews still in prison were never ascertained
by our informants.

It may be possible for U.S. representatives to intervene with Egyp=-
fian authorities in thoss cases where it can be demonstrated that
Jews in Egypt have American relatives. This would provide a genu-~
ine U.S. interest.which, we have reason to believe, the Egyptians
will recognize,

Can you explore with synagogues, Sephardi groups, Jewish centers,
ete,, to ascertain if there are families in your community who have
even the slightest relationship to persons listed? If there is any
doubt, please err on the side of a broad interpretation of "family"
and "relationship.” Keep in mind that some names listed are spelled
phonetically, for they were provided by persons who merely heard tha
names. Therefore, someone in your community might not realize a
relationship., He should be considered if his name is similar, or
sounds like one listeds If you believe you have any fruitful pros-
pects, forward the names and addresses to this department. We will
then communicate with the proper channels.

In no case should news of this effort be given to the media, to

synagogue bulletins, ete, While no other agency has undertaken this

effort, United HIAS has been informed, The list must not be placed
in the files of any other agency where we cannot exercise control,.

This is a very sensitive matter and all care should be taken to
prevent any possible "backlash" against the estimated 350-450 men
still in prison. If you have any doubts, please communicate with
us directly.

I think this is a real tribute to the AJC--of which we can all be
justifiably proud--for the persistent and successful efforts we have
all been making to rescue the Jews of Egypt. Mr. de Carcer delivered
an identical original to me to keep for myself.

difficult and have adverse repercussions upon our community and
on those who are interned. Unfortunately, we have to accept this
reality and act in a diplomatic way.

Would you please accept the sincere expression of our
gratitude and of all the members of our Community, and on this
occasion we send you a cordial shalom.

Close to two and a half bitter years have elapsed since my young
brothers, namely Joseph, Mordekhai, David and Abreshem Gebbai, were
imprisoned without behg gullty of any crime other than being of the
Jewish faith. For the past two years I have been supporting my
mother, two sissters and grendparents, who live in Cairo, by sending
them modest sums of money for them to survive. Unfortunately T am no
longer sble to support them fimancially any more. They are in urgent
need of assistance not to mention that their educational and social
future has been ruined. My lif® has become an unending nightmare.
Whenever I think of my family I, at times, bwst into tears and
wighed they or I were deasd. Please fogive me for being emotional.

As & proud American citizen I have steadfast faith in the Almighty
G~d and believe in law and order. My letter dated August 29,1969 te
His Excellency Mr. Charaoui Gomaa, Ministre of the Inberior, con=-
cerning my brithers rémained unanswered. Therefore Mr. Presiden®

I am writing to you, in the fervent hope, that as a man of Jjustice
and above all as a G-d-feaving person, you will show sympathy and
bring aboutb their release and imminent departure eslong with my
mgther and sisters.

Enclosed herewith please find birth certificates pertaining Tto oy
brothers and sisters for your reference and use.

Mr. President I once more urge and humbly beg you, in the name of
humanity, to liberate my brothers from such a miserable plight

and unjustifisble situation.

In the dire expectation that you glve thik matter your generous end
utmost consideration, please accept the expression of my decpest
gratituds.
